TERMS AND CONDITIONS
For Society and Corporate Days at West Essex Golf Club

Please read the Terms and Conditions below which are designed to facilitate the enjoyment of your Golf Day.

Booking Form
The Booking Form must be returned within 14 days of the date of postage along with the required deposit otherwise the provisional reservation may be released to another group.

Deposit
A non-refundable deposit must accompany the completed Booking Form.  Full credit for this deposit will be given on your final account.

Payment of Account
Your account must be paid in FULL by 2 pm on the day of your visit.  Payment should be cash or cheque (payable to West Essex Golf Club Ltd) or by credit card.

Confirmation of Numbers
The organiser must confirm the numbers for golf and meals a minimum of 7 working days in advance of the visit.  Meals ordered will be charged.  

Dress Code
The West Essex Golf Club enforces a strict dress code.  Acceptable casual dress is permitted anywhere in the Clubhouse before 6 pm.  After 6 pm, jacket, collar and tie must be worn in the Lounge Restaurant. Jeans, cords, tee shirts, plimsolls and training shoes are unacceptable both on and off the course.  During the summer months, shorts may be worn on the course and in the Clubhouse. Shorts must be tailored and socks must be white.  Shirts must be tucked into trousers at all times.

Mobile Telephones
The use of mobile telephones is not permitted on the course or in the Clubhouse at any time.

Play
Play will be from yellow tee markers.  Organisers are expected to ensure that all their players are aware of their confirmed starting times.   Players arriving late may not be allowed to play.

Handicap
All visitors must be golf club members with established handicaps or members of recognised societies.  Membership of the West Essex Golf Club is limited to players with handicaps of 28 or less and we expect visitors to be of an equivalent standard.  The Club reserves the right to remove from the course any player who is obviously not competent to play to a reasonable standard. 

Course Etiquette
All golfers are expected to observe a high standard of etiquette: players must rake bunkers after use, replace all divots and repair pitchmarks on greens.
